REMINDER - Key/Critical Worker Provision

The guidance now states that if you are able to keep your child at home then you

Remote Learning Updates

We have created a new page on our website where you can find the school guidance and
information for Remote Learning provision HERE. This includes Pupil and Parent guidance

for participating in live sessions.

Junior staff will be online through google meet from 10.15-10.45am for live Maths support
and 11.30-12pm for live English support. This is to support the daily lessons which we
would encourage the children to have accessed first. Then, at 2.45pm, there will be an
End of Day Feedback and Debriefing session. All sessions can be accessed via the

Stream in the classroom just before the session starts.

Please note that in line with the latest risk assessment we are now advised to record our
live sessions. By allowing your child to take part it is assumed that you have given
permission for this. Recordings are stored in line with Google Policy and are not used for

any other purpose other than being available should a safeguarding issue arise.
