Expressing Opinions

Expressing opinions means to tell someone how you
feel or think about something. It is important to do
this politely and respectfully as people will not always
agree with your opinion.

What is a school council and what does it do?
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School Council

Voting

A school council is a group of children who are elected by their
peers to represent them and to help improve the school.
Usually, two children per class are selected. They are also
responsible for promoting participation in a range of school,
community and national events.

Ask your teacher if your school has a school council and how it
is used to decide things within your school

You are allowed to vote for a council member.

Being a member

Being a member of the school council is an important
responsibility. You would represent the ideas of your class,
rather than just yourself.

To be a good member of the school council, you should be able
to:

e Articulate the ideas of your friends in your class

e Be active in helping to make decisions for your school

e Be able to consider other people's opinions, even if they
are different from your own.
